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Opportunity In Crisis

Singapore is going through
a crisis. Never before has
the economy been so
affected over such a
sustained period of time.
Since a recession began in
1998, one thing after
another has hammered
away at the material and
social stability of our nation.
September 11, Bali
bombing, Iraqg War, and
SARS were like rockets
pounding our economic
landscape, threatening to
reduce everything to rubble.
Moreover, these were only
the more obvious armoury
arraigned against our
well-being.

Even though the situation
has improved somewhat
since the end of the SARS
outbreak, the assaults have
resulted in many small
businesses going under.
Many new university
graduates have difficulty
landing jobs whereas only
a few years ago, jobs were
offered even before people
graduate! Not a few
professionals, especially
those in their forties and
fifties, have become
unemployed — some for as

long as two years and more!
Indeed, many fear for the
future of their children.

However, there can be a
positive side to this
situation. There is value in
pain. The purpose of pain is
to draw attention to
something that is wrong
with us so that we do
something about it.

In the Chinese language
two characters go together
to make up the word for
“crisis” ( f&#1 ). The first
character implies danger
while the second carries the
meaning of opportunity. As
people go through hurt and
pain, windows of opportunity
open up for God'’s goodness
and love to come in.

Firstly, God’s Word shows
what opportunity in crisis
means for us in the family
of God. The shaking of our
financial security serves as
a wake up call for many. On
what do we really place our
hope and faith? On God or
on what God provides?
When what God provides is
threatened, how do we
respond?

There is a form of

Christianity that rarely
talks about pain or sacrifice.
I have met people who
become angry with
God when crisis or
disappointment hits. |
empathised with their
feelings but cannot help but
ask, “Who do we think we
are that we dare become
angry with the Almighty
Creator and Judge of heaven
and earth? I am eternally
grateful that because of
Jesus Christ, God is not
angry with me!” Moreover
this shows the true state of
our hearts. What comes out
when we are squeezed?

Secondly, when the Holy
Spirit moved in the early
church, the poor were cared
for. The poor were suffering
pain and it affected the Body
of Christ. The rest of the
Body had to do something
about it. Under the
inspiration of the Holy
Spirit, many sold lands and
houses to raise money to
share with their needy
brothers and sisters. It
became such that in Acts
4:34 God’s Word says “there
were no needy persons
among them.” Can you
imagine? In a community of
about 4000 families not one
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person was in need. It was
truly an economic miracle!
On a smaller scale, this can
happen in COOS too. | know
many extended generous
and even sacrificial
assistance to brothers and
sisters in their hour of crisis.

Thirdly, there is opportunity
to break out and bless. Even
as we reached out to brothers
and sisters affected by the
downturn, | felt led by the
Lord to extend this to the
community. We were aware
that some of the hardest hit
were people in the taxi and
performing arts businesses.
Taxi drivers took home half

what they normally earn.
Almost all the arts
programmes in the city were
cancelled. You can imagine
how it affected people in the
arts community. We
organised lunch fellowships
where cab drivers were
invited. Besides a simple
meal, monetary gifts and
gospel materials were
shared. So far, three such
lunches were held in church.
At the last one about 120
taxi-drivers came. A similar
outreach was also held for
folks in the performing arts.

Fourthly, the present crisis
presents for every believer

opportunities to reach out to
hurting relatives, colleagues
and friends. People’s hearts
are filled with uncertainty,
worry and fear. We have
experienced the gospel of
comfort and eternal security.
God’'s Word says in 2
Corinthians 1:3-4: Praise be
to the God and Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ, the
Father of compassion and
the God of all comfort, who
comforts us in all our
troubles, so that we can
comfort those in any trouble
with the comfort we
ourselves have received
from God.

As you read this issue, |
know your heart will leap
with faith as you see God's
opportunities for you in
crisis. Remember, life's
disappointments are God’s
appointments.

Creative Encounters With God

If you have ever watched a
show and wanted to cry, seen
a dance and wanted to join
in, or even heard a song and
wanted to change your life,
then you have been touched
by the arts.

That is really what the
Creative Arts Ministry
(CAM) of Church of Our
Saviour aims to do. Touch
lives. Change hearts. Above
all, turn people to God.

The Creative Arts Ministry
is a community of like-
minded Christian artistes
whose passion is to love the
Lord intimately, serve Him
with their gifts passionately
and further the mission and
ministry of His church, and
in doing so, unleash His
awesome power that
penetrates heart, soul,
and mind.

Just as it is Singapore’s
vision to become a city of
the arts, it is the Ministry’s
to see the world becoming a
city of God through the arts.
Gerald Png, who heads the
Ministry shares, “CAM not
only serves Church of Our
Saviour but has the
blessings of Pastor Derek to
serve the church of God at
large. Part of this vision is
also to reach the arts
community in Singapore
and beyond by bridging the
gap between pre-believers
and God.” The reason this
is possible is that “the arts
is a non-intrusive way of
getting the message across”,
Gerald also shares.

Officially formed in 1998,
the Ministry now consists
of over a hundred artistes.
While most are multi-
talented, the Ministry is
made up of 3 core areas —
music, drama and dance.

Music is an integral

part of each church
service. The four
teams in the
Worship/Music
Ministry lead
worship in the
various church
services. But being

a part of this
Ministry is not just

about being able to

sing or play an
instrument. “It's

about walking the

talk,” says Adele

Lim, worship

leader. By that, she

refers to having an intimate
relationship with the Lord,
being a team player, and
most of all, having a servant
heart — essentials in taking
up the mantle of worship
leading.

Drama is a powerful
communication for reaching
the masses. That is why Paul
Seow, who leads the Drama
team, believes that one of its
key goals is to claim the arts
back for God and use it as a
tool to spread the good news.
Besides performing in
church services, the Drama
team also actively seeks to
initiate drama in education,
develop long-term Creative
Arts courses in song, dance
and drama for children,
thereby bringing theatre
into schools as a means to
inculcate Christian values.

Proclaiming peace, laughter,
worship and truth through

the medium of dance sets
the tempo for the swan-like
dancers you see gracing the
stage from time to time.
Eileen O’'Connor, who leads
the team of dancers, believes
that besides edifying the
church through dance, going
beyond Church of Our
Saviour to share, encourage
and network with other arts
ministries is also God's
purpose for the team. “We
have been blessed with so
much talent within the
ministry that | believe we
are not to just keep it within
our walls,” she shares.

So what are some challenges
faced by the Christian
artiste today? While the arts
is often perceived as a
secular form, the challenge
of the believing artiste is to
walk in the opposite spirit

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Haven for the Fallen

Suffering from the
‘hammer’ blows of life? Need
assistance to ‘re-construct
the fallen walls'?

There is help and relief for
those hurting. Whether you
have a burdened heart or a
broken spirit or it is simply
a listening ear you need, the
Healing and Counselling
Division of Church of Our
Saviour is set up to tend to
the well-being of all who are
in distress.

This Division, the brainchild
of Senior Pastor Derek
Hong and Daren Tay is
aimed at spiritual,
emotional and mental
restoration — not just
physical but the restitution
of the inner being, a journey
into wholeness as God
intended. The Division was
first conceptualised about
nine months ago and it
came into fruition early this
year. The Saviour’'s Times
caught up with Daren Tay,
Head of the Division to find
out more:

The Inner Healing &
Deliverance Ministry, Youth
Clinic, and Family and
General Counselling
Department constitute the
Healing and Counselling
Division. The Choices
Ministry, which incidentally
was featured in the first
issue of The Saviour’s
Times, comes under the
Family and General
Counselling arm. The
dexterity of the Division is
apparent from its structure.
Like a sharpened arrow, the
Division targets key phases
in one’s life. For instance,
the Youth Clinic deals with
juvenile teen problems
while the Family and
General Counselling
Department is concerned
with pressures and issues

of adulthood and family life.
With this systematic
approach, staff deployed in
the various arms are skilled
to deal with specific
problems. This assures that
individuals receive the full
extent and benefit of help.

The Division has a two-
pronged, integrated
approach. The healing aspect
deals with a process of
“restoration to rightful
order” whilst the counselling
aspect acts as a “help-line”
to those in need. In short,
they are two sides of the
same coin as they serve
hand in hand to minister to
the outer and inner beings.
Individuals experience not
just reconciliation with
problems or issues that they
face but are set on the right
path with the appropriate
life skills to continue on
with life.

Daren Tay describes the
function of the ministry
succinctly with this
metaphor. The ministry
functions like an airbase.
Aircraft that has taken an
amount of damage can land
and get repaired for a period
of time. Thereafter, when
they are ready for take-off,
the ministry acts as a
runway for the restored
airplanes to take flight.

The work of the Division is
largely intervenient. This
means that as and when
people seek help, the staff
intervene and support.
However, the Division looks
beyond intervention to
prevention. Based on
pressing needs reflected in
their clients’ case files, the
ministry staff are able to
formulate and develop
preventive teaching
programmes with the
Equipping Ministry which
function as pre-emptive
measures. These teaching

programmes then benefit
the congregation at large by
providing them with positive
coping mechanisms.

At the end of the day, the
practicalities are just a
means to an end. A firm
Biblical basis underlines and
forms the fundamental
component of this ministry
— to meet needs, God'’s way!

After a week, | saw the doctor
and he agreed that it was an
allergic reaction but we could
not figure out what the cause
may be.

| received prayer the
following Sunday at church
but nothing changed. | then
prayed with my small group
at the Equipping for Healing
session the next Tuesday.

During my
quiet time, one small patch
arose but I pointed to it and
told it to go away in Jesus’
name. Immediately, the itch
went away. It has been over
two months now since the
Lord healed me. Initially |
often wondered if it would
come back (oh ye of little
faith!) because on a few
occasions minor irritation
occurred. But I continued to
resist it in the Name of Jesus
and it has not bothered me
now for at least six weeks. |
believe that the Lord has
completely healed me. Many
thanks to God and also to
the three ladies who prayed
for me.

God Our Healer

I want to give glory to God
and testify of a miraculous
healing that occurred early
March this year involving
Jason, a 15-year old boy
whose mother, Lay Hoon is a
clinic assistant at one of
my clinics.

Jason has always been a
healthy boy. But one night in
late November 2002, he
started coughing badly and
became breathless. He was
admitted to the Intensive
Care Unit at the National
University Hospital for
cardiac failure. The doctors
performed numerous tests on
him but could not find the
cause. He was then bedridden
and subsequently had to be
re-admitted to hospital on
many occasions. At that point,
he and his family had not yet
accepted Christ.

Things took a turn for the
worse in February when he
was admitted for early
cardiogenic shock and
cerebral hypoxia. This meant
his heart was too weak to
pump enough blood to supply
adequate oxygen to his brain.
The doctors even had

problems finding his pulse.
His cardiologist said that his
prognosis was so poor he had
an 80% chance of dying within
a year. Preparations were
made for him to have a heart
transplant.

Around this time, | shared my
personal testimony with his
parents and told them of the
miracles | had seen during
my mission trip in India. | told
them that what doctors
cannot do, Jesus can, so only
He could save Jason. It was
not too long before Jason and
his parents accepted Jesus
Christ into their lives. So did
Jason. At that point, Jason
was still very sick and weak.

When Dr Ananda Stira came
to Singapore on 2 March 2003,
he prayed for Jason, who
immediately felt better. After
praying through the next two
nights for him, Dr Ananda
discerned that there were two
tiger spirits in Jason. One had
left Jason after his prayers.
On Friday 7 March 2003 at
the Tanglin Fellowship,
Dr Ananda prayed for Jason
a second time.

The next morning, Dr Ananda
told me that he had been

praying through the night and
that Jason would make a full
recovery. On Monday morning
when | conveyed the good
news to Lay Hoon, she related
the following incident:

That Friday night after prayer
at Tanglin Fellowship, Jason
suddenly awoke and told his
mother that there was a
strange smell in the room, as
if someone was there. His
mother, who was asleep in the
same room could not smell
anything. At about 1am, she
felt movement on her
mattress as if someone was
walking on it. Her husband,
who was watching TV in the
living in the living room, heard
the fridge shaking in the
kitchen at about the same
time. Her daughter also
complained that her bed
suddenly shook in the middle
of the night.

Jason’s parents believed that
the spirit left him that night.
He was no longer breathless
and for the first time since
December 2002, felt normal.

On Monday afternoon
Jason’s cardiologist in
Singapore General Hospital
said his condition had made

a significant improvement.
There was now a pulse and
his blood pressure was
normal. There was no longer
a need for a heart transplant.

Jason has since gone back to
school. Although he feels tired,
he even managed to spend a
day shopping with his mother.
Praise God! His parents are
now fervent believers of the
Lord. They are thankful for
the marvellous and
miraculous healing of Jason
and take every opportunity
to share their experience with
friends and colleagues.

This is a testimony of God'’s
wonderful power, His amazing
grace and mercy. | hope that
you will be encouraged by this
miracle and know that Jesus
is our healer and will heal us!
